A&B initiated this project with the RSUA to establish an artist in residency programme with architect practices in N.I. This project was particularly interesting as it moved businesses away from the straight sponsorship and commissioning into an entirely new way of engaging with the arts. This residency not only challenges business investment to the arts but also allows the partnership of artist and architect to investigate how their worlds meet and the benefits they can bring to each others practice through the collaborations.
 

One of A&B's key aims is to promote transformative relationships, of which this is certainly an example of. It also meets many other objectives such as promoting the business to art link throughout N.I., encouraging new businesses to engage with the arts that otherwise would not have done so and to widen the commercial scope for artists with the opportunity to work directly with an architect and potentially inform large public projects.
 

It is an innovative project that has already had much PR, raising awareness of the rich art and architect scene in N.I., the commitment of business investment to the arts and the increasing the profile of both artists and architects.
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
